When we formed So Cal Mets four and a half years ago we went high tech and eliminated the 
paper newsletter.  Today you get it by E mail where you can read it on your computer, tablet, 
smart phone and our website www.socalmets.com. 
Anyone wanting a paper version snail-mailed to them is welcome to take on the task.  For 
example:  After the pages are composed a set needs to be given to the publisher who prints them 
in quantity for you to pick up and collate, staple, fold, apply edge seals, apply address labels, 
apply postage then take the lot to a mail box! 
 
So here we are almost five years later doing just fine without paper.  If you want it on paper, 
print it yourself using your computer & printer.  I doubt many of you do that.  That’s because 
data storage has become so economical we tend to rely on it for archival purposes. 
Add faster processors to the mix and you’ve got a swirl of communication bits flying out in 
many forms.  Beyond Email today is the social media world lead by Facebook and Twitter.  I 
don’t tweet but I do use Facebook. I know, some people hate it.  Some people love it.  Many like 
me tolerate it.   Like so many people, I joined it to share news with family.  Now some non-
family people are Facebook friends because they are folks who share my other interests.
